Waratah Room

There has lots of very interesting
projects going on in the Waratah
room over the last 6weeks. The
space project which was inspired by
Dylan bringing in a rocket for news
has inspired discussion about phases
of the moon, gravity and the solar
system. They read books to extend
their knowledge then created a solar
system which is currently hanging in the room, painted pictures of the moon in cycle and made astronaut
helmets and a rocket man/robot with all sorts of equipment attached to him. Along side that Shaun has begun
a sports/healthy eating, living and hygiene project after noticing the children creating their own running games
in the garden and a few discussions about healthy eating at meal times. They started using the food pyramid,
discussed sometimes foods and all the time foods and why different foods are
healthy. The discussions moved to food groups and children wanted to know
where dairy food come from, Amy showed them videos of cows being milked,
and how cream, cheese and ice cream was made. They have additionally
been discussing hand washing and hygiene, especially as the cold and flu
season is arriving. As the project progressed, Shaun has shown them shoes
designed for running and running techniques and it has continued now into
ball sports i stay tuned for more on the project.

An interest quickly developed in Alice in wonderland when the movie came out
and the class have been reading the book and started a visual arts project on it, keep your eyes out for the
masterpieces they are creating.
